Happy New Year!  I hope you had a glorious Christmas and that the new year has started with great expectations in your walk with God.  This year is bound to bring many changes, some welcome and some challenging.  Expecting God in the midst of them all is key!

Around the world, Christian World Missions is always changing and growing.  In Africa, training is underway for pastors of the 15 new churches to be planted in March.  In India, Pakistan, and Nepal, recovery work continues with flood and earthquake victims, which is a wonderful opportunity to share the Gospel, and scores have been baptized as believers.  Right here in Starkville, we have sub-contractors meeting one another at the door as they carry-on with construction; and in just a few weeks, our local youth will be back with us for the spring program and will help us reach out in the love of Christ to the entire community.  

When the Temple was “changing” in the Old Testament, Ezra 3:11-13 records how the Jewish people responded: “Then all the people gave a great shout, praising the Lord because the foundation of the Lord’s Temple had been laid.  But many of the older priests, Levites, and other leaders who had seen the first Temple, wept aloud when they saw the new Temple’s foundation.  The others, however, were shouting for joy.  The joyful shouting and weeping mingled together in a loud noise that could be heard far in the distance.”  

Isn’t that what life is like?  As excited as we are for the new things God is doing, the very fact that there is something new indicates that something else is now gone.  And it’s okay to feel some sorrow along with the joy – sorrow for our shortcomings and sins that may have necessitated the change; sorrow for the loss of a loved one, a dream, or a ministry whose time has ended.  

As I look back on my 35 years in ministry, I see many changes and not a few losses.  Technology has necessitated a complete paradigm shift in the way we communicate the Gospel.  The decline of our culture calls us to find new ways to connect with the many people who now have no knowledge of Jesus Christ, whatsoever.  Change is not always easy, but God’s grace sustains us through it all.

And there is this marvelous truth:  Our God does not change; He is the same yesterday, today, and forever!  The message of His grace does not change – salvation remains a free gift for whosoever will come.
